








Keeping Kids Safe 
A guide for parents on ways to keep their kids 

safe from human trafficking. 
 

Be accepting- Traffickers target individuals who are lonely, 
isolated, considered an "outsider", neglected, or ignored. By 
being accepting and supportive of your child, you lessen their 
risk of being trafficked. 

 
Stay safe- Do your best to provide a safe environment for you 
child. Talk with them about how you both can make common 
sense safety decisions. Rather than tell your child (“don’t go 
to the mall alone") explain it to them so they understand your 
reasoning (“I don’t want you to go to the mall alone because 
you could get into a dangerous situation with no one there to 
help you"). 

Communicate- Keeping an open and honest line of 
communication between you and your child will provide a 
safe outlet for them to come to in the case of an emergency. 
Encourage them to share their thoughts, listen to them, show 
respect for what they have to say, and let them know that 
they can confide in you. 

Talk about going online- While the internet can provide 
helpful and educational information, it can also be a source 
of scouting for human traffickers. Some good rules to practice 
while online include: 

No talking or "friending" strangers. 
No sharing of personal information or location 
Be careful about the job ads you see online 
Come to an adult when you feel like you have encountered 
something unsafe online. 
DO NOT include personal information in your

Proteger sus niños 
Una guía para los padres de consejo para 

proteger sus niños de tráfico humano. 
Aceptar ellos- Traficantes ir dirigido a las personas que están solos, 

asilados, abandonados, o ignorados. A aceptar y apoyar sus niños, puede 

reducir el riesgo que podría traficados. 

 
Mantener seguridad- Tratar a proveer un medioambiente seguro para su 

niño. Habla con ellos de podemos tomar decisiones inteligentes por su 

seguridad. Explica las razones para sus decisiones de seguridad. Por 

ejemplo, no diga a sus hijos ´No vaya al centro comercial solo´, dije a sus 

hijos ́ no quiero que vas al centro comercial solo porque si meterte en los 

problemas, hay nadie que puede ayudarte´. 

 
Comunica- Comunica con sus hijos en un manera abierto y honesto para 

proveer un medioambiente seguro en cual ellos pueden compartir sus 

ideas y sentimientos sin miedo. Anima ellos a compartir sus 

pensamientos, respeta sus ideas, y comunica con ellos que pueden 

confiar en usted. 

 
Habla del Internet- El internet puede ser ayudado y educacional, pero 

también puede ser una manera en que los traficantes reclutan las 

víctimas. Algos reglas para los niños a usar cuando usan el internet 

incluye: 

No habla o agrega extraños 

No comparte información personal o su ubicación 

Ten cuidado con los anuncios por empleos en línea 

 

Habla con un adulto cuando sientas inseguro en línea Llama nuestra

In addition to developing a better understanding of what human trafficking is,

it is also very important to know what to do if and when you suspect a


trafficking situation. Trafficking rarely involves kidnapping and strangers.

Instead, traffickers often will build rapport and establish relationships with


their victims. Sometimes, traffickers can even be friends or family members. 

Follow your gut and if you see something that makes you concerned, say


something! 

When reporting a human trafficking situation, you can call 911 if you ever

suspect someone is in immediate danger. If you’re located in Arizona, you can

call one of the local human trafficking or crime reporting tip lines. The24-hour


toll-free National Human Trafficking Hotline can be also used to report tips

potential trafficking tips. The National Hotline is NOT law enforcement,

immigration, or an investigative agency. Instead, it connect victims to


supportive services around the country.
